Opening Prayer

God’s revealed truth — Augsburg Confession Article Six

Read Aloud:

“It is also taught among us that such faith should produce good fruits and good works and that we must do
all such good works as God has commanded, but we should do them for God’s sake and not place our trust
in them as if thereby to merit favor before God. For we receive forgiveness of sin and righteousness through
faith in Christ, as Christ himself says, “So you also, when you have done all that is commanded you, say, ‘We
are unworthy servants’” (Luke 17:10). The Fathers also teach thus, for Ambrose says, “It is ordained of God
that whoever believes in Christ shall be saved, and he shall have forgiveness of sins, not through works but
through faith alone, without merit.”
